
 

Relocation Tour Program in Medellin 

Day 1 

On the first day of the Relocation Tour in Medellin, you will be picked up at Jose Maria 

Cordoba Airport and taken to the renowned 5-star hotel "Dann Carlton" in Poblado. The drive 

takes about an hour, during which you can prepare for the upcoming stay. 

After check-in, you have time to explore the hotel with its amenities such as the pool and 

fitness room, or to explore the surrounding area on foot, known for its numerous bars, cafés, 

and restaurants. This time until dinner is at your disposal for your own activities. 

In the evening, a welcome event will take place at the hotel, giving you the opportunity to 

meet the other participants and receive initial information about the Relocation Tour. The rest 

of the evening is free for you to spend as you wish. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 



Day 2 

The second day begins with a hearty breakfast at the hotel, followed by a seminar starting at 

10 a.m. In this seminar, you will receive comprehensive information about Colombia in 

general, as well as specialized lectures on topics such as taxes, migration (visa), healthcare, 

and real estate. This part of the program is designed as a group activity to ensure that all 

participants can benefit from the valuable information. 

After the seminar, we will head to Santa Fe Shopping Mall together around 4 p.m. This 

modern mall offers a variety of shops and restaurants where you can enjoy both local and 

international cuisine. During the visit, you will have time to explore the diverse offerings of 

the mall on your own. 

The evening continues with dinner at one of the mall's restaurants, followed by a walk back to 

the hotel. This walk is an opportunity for all participants to exchange ideas in a relaxed 

atmosphere and reflect on the day. Starting at 7:30 p.m., you will have private time again to 

end the day as you wish. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 



Day 3 

At 8:30 a.m., we will be picked up by a bus in front of the hotel. We will drive about 2.5 

hours through the beautiful landscape of Antioquia to Guatape. Guatape is a picturesque 

colonial-style village located directly on a beautiful lake. The famous El Peñol, an imposing 

granite rock with a viewing platform, can be climbed. We will have lunch in Guatape, 

enjoying Colombian cuisine. In the afternoon, we will take a boat trip across the lake, seeing 

many villas of famous artists. On the way back, we will stop at a finca, where we will have a 

small snack and experience the typical finca feeling. Many Colombians use fincas for long 

weekends and rent them online. 

 

 

 



Day 4 

At 9:00 a.m., we will be picked up by a bus in front of the hotel and visit some apartments in 

various price ranges. We will make a small stop in Sabaneta, a suburb of Medellin. 

Participants will have the opportunity to explore the charming village center and have a snack. 

In the afternoon, we will return to the hotel, where everyone will have some free time to 

explore the surroundings or enjoy the hotel's amenities. Around 6:00 p.m., we will head to a 

restaurant with a breathtaking view over Medellin. Some expats already living here will spend 

the evening with us, and everyone will have the opportunity to ask personal questions. After a 

pleasant social event, we will return to the hotel together. 

 

 



Day 5 

This day is dedicated to individual consultations. Each participant will receive a personal 1.5-

hour consultation. There will be a morning and an afternoon group. The group not having the 

consultation can individually explore the city or join our excursion to Comuna 13. This is a 

neighborhood that used to be notorious and is now enlivened by many artists and graffiti 

artists. The personal consultation includes a tax simulation with a Colombian accountant and 

clarification of visa options with a lawyer. Of course, personal questions can also be asked. 

 

 

 

 



Day 6 

We will explore the city together using public transportation. The above-ground metro will 

take us to the cable car station, and we will enjoy a bird's-eye view of Medellin. Then we will 

go to "Pueblito Paisa," a small hill with some colonial-style houses and restaurants, where we 

will have lunch. From there, we have an overview of the entire city. In the evening, a "Chiva" 

(a historical party bus) will pick us up at the hotel, and we will take a trip into the nightlife of 

Medellin. In Laureles, we will stroll between salsa rhythms and reggaeton, experiencing
